Objective: To foster an honest, open discussion among
students about sexual assault on their campus; to encourage
critical thinking, and to dispel myths about sexual assault.
(15-20 minutes)

In the Fishbowl

Have students sit in a circle, and arrange four desks or chairs to face one another in the middle of the circle. Ask four volunteers to
sit in the desks in the middle of the circle. The students sitting in the middle will be given a statement about which they will
discuss their opinions and beliefs. Anytime a student in the outer circle has something they want to say, they may “tap into” the
inner circle, and trade places with one of those students. Encourage every student to tap in at least once. When the topic has
been discusses sufficiently, begin with another statement. To relate this activity more specifically to the video, you may also use
any of the statements in Activity 5“Stop the Blame Game”for this discussion.

Statements for discussion:

If a date takes you out and shows you a really good time
(spends money on dinner, drinks and movie), it is logical for
the date to expect sexual favors.

Alcohol makes sex better.
Women can always avoid being raped.

If a woman likes to have a variety of sexual partners, she has a
problem with sexuality. She may be called a slut. A man who
enjoys a variety of sexual partners is a stud.

If someone came to you and said that she had been sexually
assaulted what would you do first? Next? Be honest.

If you hear someone say that they are going to get someone
drunk at a party so that they can have sex, will you challenge
that person? Be honest! Have you ever done so before?

Acquaintance rape (as experienced by Ally and Clara) is the
most prevalent of all forms of sexual assault. What do you
think we should do to prevent it from happening?

If a woman hangs out in a guy’s room late at night watching
movies and drinking beers, she should understand that he
assumes she's interested in sex.

A woman says that she has been sexually assaulted, and the
assailant says that she is only trying to take revenge for a
relationship gone sour. Whom would you believe and why?

When is sexual intercourse simply “regretted sex”and when is
it sexual assault, a felony? Why is the difference so important
to the victim?

Is there something you can do today that would promote
healthy relationships and reduce the acceptance of nonconsen-
sual sex? What would that be?

There is pressure on individuals on this campus and in society
in general to“score.” Is there more pressure on men or women?

If a friend of yours told you that she had been raped and
seemed convinced that it was her fault because she had been

drinking (or dressed provocatively), what would you say?

If a male is assaulted by another male, does that make the
victim a homosexual, heterosexual or bisexual?

Men are more interested in sex than women.

If a woman drinks with a man and dresses sexy, she can expect
to be treated like an object.

When both people are drunk it is not fair to blame the man if a
woman says she was raped.

If the victim hasn’t been beaten or hurt how can it be an
assault?

Most men and women know how to communicate sexually
with each other.
